General Rules
1. Open classes are open to any miniature horse regardless of registration status. A size horses are 34” and under.  B size horses are over 34”- 38” .                                                   

2. Golden Age classes are open to those youngsters 55 years of age and older.  
3. Golden Age classes are open to miniature horses and show ponies.

4. Halter Classifications

2011 A- 30” &under    B- Over 30”

2010 A- 32” &under    B- Over 32”

2009 A- 33” & under   B- Over 33”

Seniors  A- Under 34”  B- 34” & Over

5. Meal breaks, warm up times, and tack breaks will be announced as warranted.

6. Owners, agents, exhibitors will refrain from any conduct or remarks, in regards to the competition, judging, and/or show staff, which are deemed offensive or unsportsmanlike.  One warning will be issued by a show official; a second occurrence will result in dismissal from the show and forfeiture of all fees and prizes.
7. Owners, agents, and exhibitors will not approach the judge without first getting the permission from the ring manager.

8. Any abusive acts towards an animal will not be tolerated.  Those who violate this rule will be dismissed from the show grounds.  All fees and prizes will be forfeited.

9. All youth will be required to wear protective headgear (ASTM/SEI certified) in all Roadster, Driving Gymkhana and Under Saddle Classes.  Harness must be secured and properly fitted. 
10. Show ponies are ponies above 38’’ tall – exactly 46’’ tall.

1. All entry forms and other paperwork is DUE by September 20, 2011.  Any paperwork received after the due date may delay the issuance of exhibitor passes.   Make ENTRY FEE checks payable to VRS 4H

Any classes added in an untimely manner will be subject to a $2.00 secretary’s fee

NEW!  To help with show preparation, please place all classes you foresee entering on your entry form.  It is easier to drop people from classes than it is to add.  In exchange for your cooperation, a deposit may be paid on your entry fees instead of having to pay the entire amount up front.  The deposit shall consist of the following: Stall fees and 25% of your entry fees.  WARNING! If you do not settle up at the show appropriate action will be taken.  You may exchange or drop classes 3 classes prior to the scheduled classes with no penalty.  ALL adds, drops, exchanges must be done at the secretary’s office on a add/scratch sheet!
4. Refund Policy: Refunds on show entries will be made for horses with health reasons after a veterinarian has provided written documentation to show secretary.  No refunds will be given on stall or grounds fees.  All approved refunds will be mailed to the exhibitor.
5. Out of state horses will be required to have a health certificate dated within 30 days of the show, all horses must have a coggins test within 12 months of the show.  Both documents must be readily available for inspection during the show.

6. Any altering, counterfeiting or forging of state health certificates or coggins tests is considered a criminal offense and will be prosecuted as proscribed by the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia.  All coggins information is made available to the State Department of Agriculture upon their request.
STALLS 
1.  The fees for stalls in 2011 will be $40.00 per stall for the entire show, or $20.00 per stall for one day. If a stall is occupied after the designated vacate time additional stall fees will be assessed.

2. If stalls are to be purchased please fill out Stall Reservation Form!  Please follow instructions on the form carefully.
3. Please make STALL FEE Checks payable to The SFVA.
4.  All stalls MUST be vacated by Friday October 7th by 1159pm. No exceptions!  

5. Stalls will be available after   NOON on October 5, 2011.  

6. Grounds fees must be paid for all horses not being stabled.  The fee is $5 per horse per day. Horses staying overnight must be stabled.  No horses will be allowed to remain in or be attached to any trailers or other animal hauling vehicles overnight. 
7. There will be no smoking in the barn area by order of the fire marshal.  Those in violation maybe fined.

8. No trailers may be parked on the ends/sides of the barn at anytime.  Once you have unloaded you must move trailers and animal hauling vehicles to the designated parking areas.  Violators may be ticketed and towed.  

9. Bedding will be available for purchase from the State Fair Equine Office. 
Check In 
1. Check in will begin October 5 at noon; Check in will begin at 700am on ALL days of our show.
2.  Stalls will be assigned by the show management.  Upon your arrival proceed to the equine area gate for a State Fair Credential check.  These credentials will be mailed in your exhibitor’s packet. We have limited tickets so please keep this in mind.
3. Proceed to the Secretary’s office BEFORE UNLOADING any animals or equipment.  
4. When checking in with the show secretary, to receive your back numbers please bring the following for information for verification:  Coggins, state health certificate (out of state entries), if not already on file with show management.
5. Back numbers will not be issued until all required information is obtained by show secretary’s office.  If you do not have all of your paperwork in hand you will not receive your back number.  No number no show!
6. Back numbers will be issued to each horse/handle combination
7. All accounts must be settled within one hour of the conclusion of the show.  The show office will promptly close at that time and your account will be considered unpaid.  Appropriate collection practices will be followed and the listed owner of the horse will be responsible for any unpaid fees plus and costs accrued during collection procedures.
Adding/Scratching classes
1. Any additions, changes or scratches from a class must be made 3 classes prior to the start of the class you want to change.   After this time no additions, changes or scratches will be accepted and no entry fees for said class will be returned.  NO EXCEPTIONS. 
2.  Please utilize an add/scratch sheet which can be found at the show management tent or at the announcers booth.
Ring Procedures
1.  Show will start promptly at 9am on both days!
2. All entries must be identified by a back number.  If you do not have the correct back number you may be disqualified from the class and entry fees for said class will be forfeited 

3. The show grounds will have a PA system.  This system is merely a courtesy to our exhibitors.  Please be aware of when your class is.  If you show up after the class is closed you will not be allowed to show and fees will be forfeited.

4. Gate Call rule in effect!  You will have one minute to enter the ring once the last horse has entered or you will be considered a no show 

5. Tack change requests must be given to the gate keeper at least 2 classes prior to the tack change or it will not be honored.  A tack change will be allotted 5 minutes maximum.

Show Veterinarian/Farrier
A veterinarian/farrier will be on call during the show.  The numbers will be posted in the barn.  Veterinary officials from the Commonwealth of Virginia will also be on site or the duration of the State Fair of Virginia.

Trailer Parking

Ample parking for horse trailers and animal hauling vehicles will be provided near the barn and arena area.   Trailers may not be parked at the ends/sides of the barn.  Once unloaded, trailers must be moved to the designated trailer parking area.  All horses staying overnight must be stabled.    State Fair Credentials must be displayed at all times.
Exhibitor passes

Exhibitors with 1-2 horses get two complimentary exhibitor tickets; exhibitors with 3 or more horses get three complimentary exhibitor tickets.  Additional exhibitor passes (up to 4) are available for purchase by exhibitors ($10.00 each). Form is located in show program.
Exhibitor passes are available at the gate the day of the show for $15.00.
Class Descriptions:

Cloverleaf Barrel Race- Driving race.  Pleasure Cart or Roadster cart may be used.  Pattern will be a cloverleaf pattern.  5 second penalty added for each barrel knocked down. Entries may canter or use any gait at which they feel comfortable with.
Pole Bending- Driving race.  Pleasure Cart or Roadster cart may be used.  Pattern will be a 6 poles pattern   will be available at show.  5 second penalty added for each pole knocked down.  Entries may canter or use any gait they feel comfortable with.
Speed Barrel- One barrel in center.  Entry must go around the barrel.  If barrel is knocked down, entry will be disqualified.  Entries may use any gait they feel comfortable with

Driving Dressage- Similar to “big horse” dressage except in a cart.  Pattern is included in this book.
Cones Driving- Entry must TROT thru prescribed cone pattern.  Fast time wins. If cone/tennis ball is dislodged entry receives 5 second penalty.
